Grade Level: 5th Grade

United States History

Time Required: 50-60 minutes

Lesson Summary:

There are many events leading up to the Revolutionary War.   There were both economical and political effects on the colonist and the British.  The views of both sides are important and should be considered when evaluating how economic decisions were made by both sides.  In this lesson, students will be learning about each historical figure and then comparing them using a Venn diagram. 

Objectives:
· Students will be able to compare and contrast pictures of King George and George Washington.  

· Students will be able to compare and contrast character traits of King George and George Washington. 

· Students will be able to create an on-line compare and contrast writing map.

Historical Background for the Teachers:
There are many events leading up to the Revolutionary War.   There were both economical and political effects on the colonist and the British.  The views of both sides are important and should be considered when evaluating how economic decisions were made by both sides.  The book, George vs. George: The American Revolution as seen from Both Sides by Rosalyn Schanzer, shows the perspectives of both sides of the War.

Anticipatory Set:

Pass out a picture of King George and George Washington to the students.  In partners, complete a Venn diagram comparing the two pictures. 

Do Now Activity: 

Read aloud George vs. George: The American Revolution as seen from Both Sides by Rosalyn Schanzer.  As we read, complete a Venn diagram comparing the two leaders.  We will create the diagram on chart paper as a class, but they will also complete it individually. 

Procedures:

1. Tell the students that they will use their completed Venn diagram chart to create an online compare/contrast writing map.  

2. The teacher will guide the students to the website http://198.104.156.44/materials/compcontrast/map/.

3. Click I want to start a new map.

4. Type Your Name. Click OK.
5. Click Similarities to differences.
6. Item 1: Type King George
7. Item 2: Type George Washington
8. Introduction: Begin planning their introduction and type here.  This is where you introduce your comparison, including a brief description of the two people.
9. How Similar: List the similarities between King George and George Washington that you will include in your essay. Include important facts.
10. How Different: List the differences between King George and George Washington that you will include in your essay. Include important facts.
11. Conclusion:  Conclude your essay with a few sentences.  Summarize the main ideas, describe what is important about the comparison, or talk about what the reader should learn from the essay. 
12. Click Review my map.

13. Zoom in to view their completed map.

14. At this time students may, Click Take me back to my map to modify, or Print my compare and contrast map if complete. 

Homework:

The students will choose either King George or George Washington to create an acrostic poem, using their Venn diagrams.

Assessment:

The students will turn in a printed compare and contrast writing map. 

Extension:

The students will choose two different people they consider leaders, to compare and contrast as a morning work activity the following day.
